Members must re-instate within 8 months without losing service credit.  However, if member has gone past the 8 months, he rejoins which places the member under the new vesting requirements.   Mr. Johnston advises that, as part of the rejoin, the member needs to understand the vesting rules have changed from 10 years to 15 years.  The Board would like the Mr. Johnston to provide a statement to be included in the drop notices of the new vesting requirements for those members who have more than 10 years of service credit, but less than 15 years of service credit should they fail to reinstate within 8 months for being dropped from active membership.
